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constitute a limitation on the discretion of the commission under Section 
19856 or affect the applicant' s burden under Section 19857 . . 

3 12. California Code of Regulations, title 4, section 12105, provides in part: 
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(a) An application for a work permit shall be denied by the 
Commission if either of the following applies: 

(1) The applicant meets any of the criteria for mandatory 
disqualification under Business and Professions Code section 
19859. 

(2) The applicant is found unqualified pursuant to the 
criteria set forth in subdiv isions (a) or (b) of Business and 
Professions Code section 19857. 

* * * 

(c) The grounds for denial set forth in this section apply in 
addition to any grounds prescribed by statute. 

* * * 

(e) The provisions of Business and Professions Code sections 
19857, 19859, and 19914, subdivision (a) shall be deemed incorporated 
by reference into this regulation for the purposes set forth in this section. 
For the purposes of this section, the criteria incorporated by reference in 
these regulations from Business and Professions Code section 19914, 
subdivision (a), apply to conduct or events occurring prior to the filing 
of an application for a work permit. 

19 13. California Code of Regulations, title 4, section 12128, provides in part: 
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(b) A temporary work permit shall be cancelled by the Executive Director at 
any time if any of the following applies: 

* * * 

(2) Pursuant to Business and Professions Code section 19826, the 
24 Bureau recommends denial of a regular work permit to the applicant. 
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
